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ABSTRACT

This research investigates the efficacy of environmentally friendly
ecotourism in Chiang Mai Province, Thailand. The study pursues three primary
objectives: 1) to analyze the current context and general conditions of
environmentally friendly ecotourism in Chiang Mai; 2) to identify the influential
factors contributing to the effectiveness of environmentally friendly ecotourism; and
3) to propose a model for enhancing the management of environmentally friendly
ecotourism in the province. A mixed-methods research design was employed. The
guantitative phase involved a survey administered to 300 local residents across
Mueang, San Sai, Mae Rim, Saraphi, and Hang Dong Districts. Data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics and structural equation modeling (SEM). The qualitative
phase utilized in-depth interviews with key informants, including sovernment officials,
academics, and tourism entrepreneurs, as well as focus group discussions with
tourism stakeholders. The findings indicate that: 1) ecotourism in Chiang Mai is gaining
popularity, driven by the inherent potential of its attractions and increasing
environmental awareness; 2) key factors influencing ecotourism effectiveness include
community participation, area management, overall administration, and tourism
activities; and 3) an enhanced ecotourism model should integrate economic, social,
and environmental considerations. This model emphasizes effective area
management, human resource development, the creation of educational activities,

and efficient marketing to foster sustainable tourism practices.
